Guest Woodwind Quintet/Conductor
Bring a woodwind quintet and/or guest conductor to work with High School band members and wind ensemble. SEF grant would match supplemental funding from SMPA.

Astrophotography Extension
With photographic equipment added to existing telescopes and computer software, students can capture, analyze, display and publish their observation work.

Quintessence—SHS Literary Magazine
Fund the stipend for the advisor to work with students to develop and publish Quintessence, the Summit High School Literary and Art Magazine.

ELMO Document Reader for Mandarin
Purchase Elmo Document Reader and Projector to enrich language study of Mandarin.  The stroke sequence of character writing and sentence structure could be immediately reviewed and corrected, with feedback given to students.

e-Instruction—CPS Integration
Provide a set of 32 Classroom Performance Systems that interact with the SmartBoard to provide teachers with instant feedback on student performance on topics being taught.

Acting for the Camera Workshop
3-hour master class on film techniques targeted to theater and film students. This will be a valuable cross-over for theater/performing arts curriculum and use of technology in the media literacy center.

ELMO Document reader for HS Math
Purchase 4 ELMO document readers, 4 projectors and 4 transport carts for use in all High School math classes.

Tech Upgrade/Media Literacy
Installation of interactive projection system allowing timely display of media in support of all curricula. Makes access to technology ready and convenient to instructor and increases student access to digital media. Use for display of students’ short films and interviews—allows instructor to plug and play,

Sabados Culturales
Grant request was for train tickets for 10 students and 3 chaperones to attend 4 cultural events in NYC, and to purchase a digital camera and memory card to record the event. Since SEF does not fund transportation, the suggestion was made to fund the admission to the events, and purchase only the memory card (camera could be borrowed for each trip from school library).

Human Rights Day
Funds are requested to repeat Human Rights Day at SHS.  Ron Haviv, a professional Photojournalist who has photographed genocide and war in Darfur, Yugoslavia, Iraq and the Congo, will spend a day in forums with groups of students. The program will reach 500-700 students and is being coordinated with the Social Studies department to link to curriculum and other school activities.

Wireless intercom/Multiple Camera Live Switch
Purchase 4 wireless intercom sets for multiple camera live switching when taping outside the studio—ie, in the auditorium and at sports events. Intercom system would allow director to talk with cameramen to enable smooth transitioning between camera shot positions.
