Literacy Coach (District wide)

The SEF grant for the Literacy Coach was made in the spring of 2009 but the right candidate didn't start until spring of 2010.  The district drew down the SEF grant to pay her salary, and that money will be used up this spring, once she has been here a full year. This grant will fund the salary shortfall until the end of the academic year.

Destination Imagination (This would be available to all 5 elementary schools.)

Students work in teams to solve open-ended challenges and present their solutions at tournaments. Grant would fund team pack, challenge fee and facilitator stipend.

Comprehension from the Ground Up
10 copies of the book, plus DVD bundle—used to facilitate a teacher book study, enhancing reading instruction in whole and small group environments.

Vocabulary Word Play
Purchase a selection of word games (Boggle, Scrabble, Balderdash, Scattergories, Blurt, Buzzword, Wordplay) to practice and enrich developing vocabulary skills.

Breakfast Book Club
This grant would continue the Write On! grant funded by SEF last year, by bringing new titles to teachers delivering Writing Workshop instruction. Teachers invest time each Friday morning to discuss selected books and share strategies.

Going Graphic
$491 Increase the library’s collection of graphic books (books done in the style of comic books) to offer alternative, non-traditional books to boys, reluctant, struggling or visually dependent readers. A variety of reading levels have been selected.

Lion Jazz Licks
Club will meet before school to give students a chance to learn and perform jazz, with a focus on swing and rock elements

Rising Stars Readers’ Theater—Encore Performance
Continue to bring an 8-week series of workshops to students who are reading approx. 2 levels below their grade level and who demonstrate a weakness in fluency. Students will participate twice a week.

Sammy—an I+RS Intervention for All
Purchase 51 copies of “Sammy and His Behavioral Problems” for each staff member at L-H. It would be used to generate dialogue and develop strategies for children who present behavioral problems in a school setting.

Enrichment Through Exhibits
A one-year school membership that would provide portable boxed loans of objects relating to the arts, sciences, history and humanities from the Newark Museum for the coming year.
