Broadening Horizons/Creating Connections (STANIK GRANT)
This program is aimed to motivate a group of students to make good choices and to set positive goals. Through a reward system, middle School at-risk girls will be exposed to cultural experiences they otherwise would not have access to. It addresses Dr. Stanik’s desire that the grant money help disadvantaged and at-risk middle school students.
